33 1. In rural areas there is seasonal and disguised unemployment. 

People of rural areas are mostly engaged under farming.  

2. Seasonal unemployment happens when people are not able to 

find jobs during some months of the year. People dependent 

upon agriculture usually face such kind of problem. There are 

certain busy seasons when sowing, harvesting, weeding and 

threshing is done. Certain months do not provide much work 

to the people dependant on agriculture. 

3. .In case of disguised unemployment people appear to be 

employed. They have agricultural plot where they find work. 

This usually happens among family members engaged in 

agricultural activity. The work requires the service of five 

people but engages eight people. Three people are extra. 

These three people also work in the same plot as the others. 

The contribution made by the three extra people does not add 

to the contribution made by the five people. If three people 

are removed the productivity of the field will not decline. The 

field requires the service of five people and the three extra 

people are disguised unemployed. 

4. In case of urban areas educated unemployment has become a 

common phenomenon. Many youth with matriculation, 

graduation and post graduation degrees are not able to find 

job. A study showed that unemployment of graduate and 

post-graduate has increased faster than among matriculates.  

OR 

1. Unemployment leads to wastage of man power resource. 

People who are an asset for the economy turn into a 

liability. 

2. There is a feeling of hopelessness and despair among the 

youth.  

3. People do not have enough money to support their family. 

Inability of educated people who are willing to work to 

find gainful employment implies a great social waste.

He suggested 

cooperatives in order to guarantee employment for the urban 

poor. He believed that cooperatives should be formed with the 

cooperation of the people and its profit should be divided 

according to the work done by the members. . 

34.3. Marx was of the opinion that an industrial society was a 

‘capitalist’ society. Capitalists earn profits because of workers. 

To increase his profits the capitalist uses two methods i.e., either 

by reducing wages or increasing the working hours. 

Marx believed that to free themselves from the capitalists, 

workers had to construct a radically socialist society where all 

the properties were socially controlled.
